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A message from the Pete Broadbent, acting Bishop of London. 

The Grenfell Tower tragedy has moved us all deeply. I know 
that you will be praying for the people of Grenfell Tower and all 
those who live in the vicinity of Latimer Road and the parish of 
St Clement & St James Notting Dale. We will particularly want 
to focus on those who have died, those who are bereaved, 
those whose loved ones are still missing, those seriously 
injured and in hospital. And for people who have lost their 
homes and everything they owned in the inferno. 

This is another moment where we have nothing but admiration 
and deep gratitude for the work of our emergency services ï 
particularly the Fire Service, as well as our NHS hospitals, 
called once again into emergency action. And where we can 
marvel at the signs of the Kingdom of God expressed in the 
neighbourliness and care that has been evident in the lives of 
people of all faiths and none in the local community and 
beyond. The gifts of clothing, food and hospitality have come 
from far and wide.  

Of course, there is still much to be done. A community has 
been shattered. We, the Church, have a calling to offer hope ï 
practical and material ï but also the hope that is found in Jesus 
Christ. 
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A letter from Bishop Tim with an invitation for everyone. 

I am writing to give you further details about the events taking 
place on Saturday 22nd July, and also Friday 28th and 
Saturday 29th July. 

You may recall we agreed that to build on the priority we have 
set for prayer in the diocese, we will have an annual day when 
we call people together to pray.  This year we are in Truro 
Cathedral on Saturday 22nd July. 

You are invited to come and join us for the event entitled The 
Journey.  It will begin at 11.00 a.m. and close with an act of 
worship at 2.00 p.m.  As last year in Bodmin, feel free to come 
and go for part or all of the time, as you can and wish.  There 
will be prayer stations and, of course, plenty of space to pray in 
the Cathedral.  I am very grateful to all those who have worked 
so hard to prepare for this.  I do encourage you to come and 
spend some time praying for the diocese, for the mission of the 
Christian churches here in Cornwall, and for the coming of 
Godôs Kingdom. 

Saturday 22nd July is also the day when I am going to preside 
and preach at the Eucharist in the Cathedral for the last time as 
the Bishop of Truro.  I am therefore inviting you to come and 
join me at 4.00 p.m. on that day.  I encourage the clergy to 
come with people from the parishes and sit together in the 
Cathedral.  There will be speakers set up so the service will be 
relayed outside if there are more than enough people to fill the 
Cathedral. 

It is a sad day for me of course and I hope you will come, not 
only to say thanks be to God for the last nine years, but also to 
continue the theme of the day.  We will pray and think about the 
pilgrimage God has called us into and I continue on my 
pilgrimage - and we pray together for the diocese as we now 
move into a new phase. 

 



At the end of the service I will hand over the pastoral staff to be 
kept in the care of the Dean of Truro and the Cathedral until a 
new Diocesan Bishop is welcomed.  Following the service there 
will be refreshments and some short words will be exchanged, I 
fear! 

Do please let one and all know about this event and that they 
are warmly invited. 

I am also inviting you to come and say a final goodbye at Lis 
Escop on either Friday 28th July or Saturday 29th July.  
Refreshments available and feel free to wander around the 
garden and I hope there will be a chance to say goodbyes to all 
who want to come.   I will be welcoming people on both days 
from 3.00 p.m. ï 5.30 p.m. Anyone is welcome to come and 
say hello and goodbye. 

I hope these opportunities will allow all who wish, a time to 
gather and pray together, and consider together what God is 
saying to us as we journey on. 

I give thanks to God for all the wonderful opportunities I have 
had to be with, and be blessed by, so many marvellous 
pilgrims.  I give thanks for all that has been, and continue to say 
yes to what will be.

SEA SUNDAY. Sunday 9th July  
Sea Sunday is marked annually on the second Sunday of July 
and is an opportunity for churches to pray for seafarers and to 
highlight the ministry of organizations such as the Mission to 
Seafarers which provides help and support to the 1.5 million 
men and women who face danger every day to keep our global 
economy afloat. 
 
The Mission to Seafarers works in over 200 ports in 50 
countries caring for seafarers of all ranks, nationalities and 
beliefs. Through their global network of chaplains, staff and 
volunteers they offer practical, emotional and spiritual support 
to seafarers through ship visits, drop-in seafarers' centres and a 
range of welfare and emergency support services. 

 
Over 90% of world trade is carried 
by the sea, providing work to 1.5 
million seafarers. Shipping is a 
truly international industry: in 
todayôs global market you might 
have a Greek-owned vessel, 
registered in Malta, with officers 

from India and a mixed crew from Thailand, Indonesia, 
Vanuatu, and the Philippines. 

However, it is also one of the world's most dangerous 
occupations, in 2015, there were 2,687 casualties. The rate of 
suicide for international seafarers is triple that of shore workers, 
and they are 26 times more likely to be killed at work. 

The threat of piracy is also very real. Whilst it is on a general 
trend of decline it is on the rise in specific areas: South East 
Asian waters, The Indian subcontinent and Bangladesh have 
seen increases in piracy year on year.  Over 40 seafarers 
kidnapped by Somali pirates have been held for over three 
years. 



Volatile states have also had an impact on the shipping 
industry, in early 2015 a Greek tanker was bombed just off the 
coast by the Libyan Civil War.  

Abandonment of 
ships and of the 
crews on board 
has been 
highlighted by 
The Mission to 
Seafarers as 
one of the most 
important issues affecting seafarers. Ships are abandoned by 
unscrupulous ship owners when they have financial problems 
or become embroiled in legal disputes. Ships are left in port or 
at anchorage, as the money has dried up to pay for port costs, 
unloading fees and wages.  

The Mission provides emergency assistance for abandoned 
seafarers, including financial assistance for food, water and 
fuel. Many seafarers have to remain on board abandoned 
vessels, to ensure that they are paid wages owing to them. 
Wages that are vital to feeding, clothing and educating their 
families at home. 

Volunteers are always welcome to staff Centres (our closest 
one is in Falmouth, 07810825297) visit ships, help on flag days, 
organise fund-raising events or knit woolly hats.  

A collection for the Mission to Seafarers will be held in 
both our churches.
