 Philleigh Parish. 7th May 
 Rogation Sunday is traditionally a time for asking for Godôs 
blessing on the seeds that have been sown in the spring. One 
of the customs of Rogationtide is óbeating the bounds.ô  
Originally the clergy, followed by the choir walked round the 
boundaries beating walls and hedges with sticks. This originally 
was to see what repairs were needed remembering the four-
fold purpose of the walk; prayer, justice, reconciliation and 
charity. 

This year we will celebrate Rogationtide by Beating the 
Philleigh Bounds on May 7th. We begin with a service at 
10.30am, followed by coffee. We shall leave the church round 
about 11.30am. We shall follow our parish boundary going 
across land on parts of the walk which isnôt usually open to 
members of the public. Please bring a picnic lunch to share. 
You wonôt have to carry it as it will be driven to our picnic spot. 
Everyone is invited to join us for the service and/or the walk.

Bishop Tim to leave Truro to become new 
Bishop at Lambeth 

The Rt Revd Tim Thornton will be leaving his 
post as the Bishop of Truro and will take up 
the post of the new Bishop at Lambeth in 
September. 

His duties at Lambeth will include supporting the Archbishop of 
Canterburyôs work in the House of Bishops, General Synod and 
the Archbishopôs Council. Tim will also be heavily involved in 
the Lambeth Conference 2020, and take on the role of Bishop 
to the Forces. 

Bishop Tim became Bishop of Truro in 2009. During his time as 
bishop he co-chaired an inquiry into foodbanks which led to the 
report Feeding Britain, and was President of the Royal Cornwall 
Agricultural Association.  He is chair of the Development and 
Appointments Group which oversees the leadership 
development work among senior clergy. 

Bishop Tim said, ñIt has been a privilege to serve as bishop in 
this very special part of the country. I have especially enjoyed 
being part of the wider life of the county and community, as well 
as working with wonderful colleagues to implement a strategy 
for discovering Godôs kingdom and growing the church. 

ñIt will of course be a real sadness to leave Cornwall. However I 
am very much looking forward to working with the staff at 
Lambeth, and thinking about how we continue to embed 
Archbishop Justinôs priorities of prayer, evangelism and 
reconciliation into the life of the Church of England and the 
Anglican Communion. 

ñI am particularly interested in the Archbishopôs emphasis on 
spirituality and prayer, and seeing how the incredible work of 
Thy Kingdom Come continues to flourish.ò 

The Archbishop of Canterbury, Justin Welby, said, ñI am 
delighted to be welcoming Bishop Tim to Lambeth Palace. He 
brings a wealth of experience to the role. He already has 



extensive knowledge and understanding of the College and 
House of Bishops, and a heart for those on the margins of 
society, who are often overlooked. His work on Feeding Britain 
demonstrates his range of ability and skill in bringing people 
together.ò 

The Bishop of St Germans, the Rt Rev Dr Chris Goldsmith, 
said:  ñWe will all be tremendously sorry to see Bishop Tim 
move on from his role as the Bishop of Truro this summer. In 
his time as diocesan bishop since 2009, he has been a 
thoughtful, energetic and good-humoured leader. Not only has 
he been tireless in inspiring people to look for new ways to 
meet the challenges of ensuring the church remains relevant, 
engaged and engaging in the 21st century, he has also been a 
keen advocate for the county, and particularly some of its least 
privileged members. 

ñOn a personal note I will miss him tremendously as a 
colleague, a mentor and a friend. However, working alongside 
Archbishop Justin is a role for which Bishop Tim is very well 
suited and in Lambeth he will be able to influence the Church 
across our nation and throughout the Anglican Communion. I 
wish him well and pray for him and for this land of Cornwall 
which he has served.ò 

There will be a special Eucharist in the Cathedral on 
Saturday 22 July at 4pm with a reception afterwards to say 

farewell and thank you to Bishop Tim and Sian.

To be honest I expected to enjoy the music whilst being 
uncomfortably sat on a dusty pew, chat to Jonathan and Lottie 
after the event and then travel home. What I didn't expect was 
to be moved to tears... 
 

 óThis Precious Earthô is a 
collection of short pieces for 
soprano and baritone, 
accompanied a didgeridoo. 
The work describes how 'we' 
are destroying Gods creation. 
 
I can't tell you what it was, 
whether it was the words 
which are so searching, the 

haunting sound of Chris Holland on the didgeridoo, Niall 
Hoskin's humour (baritone), Lottie's voice (which I feel sure 
angels envy), or Jonathan's talent in tying it all together so 
beautifully, that affected me. But I can tell you that as the 
evening went on, the sense of sadness at what we are doing to 
a created world of such beauty, bought me to tears.

Street Pastors was pioneered in 
London in 2003 by Les Isaac. 
On that first night, 18 volunteers 
took to the streets of Brixton ï 15 
women and 3 men. 
Since then they have trained over 
12,000 street and prayer pastors 
who have played an active part in 

strengthening community life and working for safer streets. 
Currently, more than 300 towns and cities around the UK 
have a Street Pastors team. When you add prayer pastors, 
management teams and trustees, there are over 20,000 
volunteers in total associated with the Street Pastors 
network. 

Newquay Street pastors are appealing for volunteers so they 
can continue to offer reassurance, safety and support through 
listening, caring and helping, working together with local 
partners to make communities safer. 

Newquay Street pastors are trained volunteers from local 
churches from all denominations who care about their 
community.  They play an active part in strengthening 
community life and working for safer streets. In Newquay Street 
Pastors patrol in teams of men and women, usually from 10 
p.m. to 4 a.m. on a Friday and are seeking to also be available 
on a Saturday night.

Between Ascension Day and 
Pentecost 25 May - 4 June, 
communities and churches around 
the world are gathering together to 
pray that their friends, families and 

neighbours come to know Jesus Christ.  With prayer 
anything is possible! 

Have you ever been caught in a wave and felt the surge of the 
water swirling around you as youôre swept to the shore? Waves 
are a powerful force, a bit like prayer. They may start small on a 
distant horizon and build into a huge breaker. But unlike waves, 
with prayer anything is possible... 

The days between Pentecost and Ascension are traditionally a 
time when the Church focuses on prayer. Just as the first 
disciples gathered after they had watched Jesus ascend into 
heaven, it says in Acts 1.14 ñThey all joined together constantly 
in prayer, along with the women and Mary the mother of 
Jesuséò 

The vision forThy Kingdom Come builds on this tradition and 
aims to see the whole family of God joining together to pray for 
the Holy Spirit to help them as witnesses to Jesus Christ and to 
play a part in the renewal of the nations and the transformation 
of communities. 

Our experience is that when people come 
together to pray amazing things happen. It 
doesn't matter who you are, there are so 
many ways to take part.

Archbishop Justin writes....ôGod often uses us as 
the answer to our own prayers.  As we pray 
during the ten days we should expect God to give 
us opportunities to speak with the very people we 
are praying for.  I want to tell people about Jesus 

because 43 years ago Jesus found me and my life was 
changed. Through all the really bad and really good times, Heôs 
never changed. Jesus is always there. All Christians (not just 
Archbishops) are called to be Godôs witnesses.  It is not really a 
choice.ô

Saakshar School 

For children in Indiaôs slums, the absence of education is a life 
sentence of poverty. In the daily struggle to survive, childrenôs 
education is often impossible as illiterate parents working long 
hours are unable to deal with school applications, and slum 
children who do start school face many challenges and often 
drop out.  

 

The Story of Saakshar in My Own Words: Anitaôs Story 
 
This story began in 2002. The main woman in this story is Asha 
madam and her daughters. This is not just my story but the 
story of many children like me who wanted to study and learn, 
but there was nobody who wanted to support us and help us 
learn. The parents of these children were illiterate and didnôt 
know the importance of studying. Volunteers/teachers from 
Saakshar went to every one of our houses and explained the 
importance of studying to our parents, and asked them to send 
their children to school. Our parents agreed, and the light 
started to shine in our dark worlds! And the people responsible 
for spreading this light in our dark worlds were none other than 
our teachers from Saakshar. They promised to always support 



us. They said that if you want to succeed in life, we will always 
support you even if others donôt. Asha madam and her helpers 
then opened a school and we studied there for many days. 
 
After gaining my knowledge from Saakshar, in 2003, the charity 
and my dad introduced me to a state school. Every child that 
goes to Saakshar is very lucky, and after going there, that 
childôs destiny changes for the better. For example, one of 
Saaksharôs past students, Kusumtala, has opened a tailorôs 
shop after getting married, and now she is living her life very 
happily. Even we want to be like her and succeed in life. 
Another student of Saakshar, called Jaya Kumari, stayed at the 
charity after she finished studying, to teach future children like 
us. Teachers like Shikha and Seema Madam always taught us 
to keep going in life. I want to get somewhere in life. My dream 
is to become a lawyer. And to be a lawyer, I am going to work 
as hard as I can. And to make my dream come true, Saakshar 
will support me.

This is 
the terrible choice facing tens of millions of people worldwide - 
fleeing conflict and disaster, making dangerous journeys in 
search of safety. 

Nejebar’s story 

Nejebar (left) 
doesnôt have a 
safe place to 
call home since 
she fled 
Afghanistan 
with her family 
after the Taliban 

threatened to kill her husband, Noor, who was a teacher. It 
wasnôt an idle threat - the Taliban first blinded and then 
murdered another member of their family. 

óThe last days and weeks in Afghanistan were the hardest,ô 
says Noor. óWhen I went to work, my heart was beating harder. 
I didnôt know if my family were going to be alive when I got 
back.ô 

When the family arrived at the refugee camp in Greece, they 
thought they would only stay for 10 days. But theyôve been 
there six months now and thereôs no end in sight. The only

protection they have against the wind and rain is their tent. 
Thereôs no school for their children. Five-year-old Sudai, their 
youngest, is ill, but Nejebar and Noor donôt know whatôs wrong 
with him because they canôt communicate with the campôs 
doctor, who is Greek. 
 
Nejebar is the rock at the centre of her family, holding them 
together throughout all this uncertainty. She has even 
welcomed Faraidoon and Farzad into the family, two brothers 
who donôt know where their parents are, or if theyôre even alive. 

óWe still have some hope for our childrenôs future,ô says 
Nejebar. óWe only want a peaceful life. We want our children to 
go to school. The most important thing is our children.ô 

Christian Aid helps communities cope in disasters and then 
prepare for a better future. They find out what people living in 
poverty most need and tackle the root causes.
